While cut glass is traditionally applied to crystal objects as a single surface,
the use of flat glass layers opens a new way of working with the craft,
expanding it into a layered composition with depth and shifting optical
effects.

The vase is part of the Bohemian Crystal series, which draws inspiration

from a tradition of most Czech households, including Marie Kolafova's
grandparents, one, where treasured handmade glassware is stored in cabinets
and reserved for special occasions. However, rising energy costs and
declining demand now threaten this traditional craft, rooted in the country’s
rich glassmaking heritage. Marie and Seo collaborate on reimagining this
endangered art by repurposing leftover sheet glass to create a collection of
nesting vases.

They hand-cut traditional patterns into the glass using a diamond grindstone,
blending these timeless motifs with contemporary rectangular forms that suit
modern interiors. By collaborating closely with craftsmen local to the Sumava
mountains, Marie and Seo aim to preserve this cultural legacy, adapting it for a
new generation that values sustainability alongside artistry.
