The pieces are part of the MMXV Bestiary project, which reflects on forms 
of contemporary “monstrosity” emerging within a climate of uncertainty and 
social disorientation. Inspired by lived experiences, the artist developed semi-
fictional narratives that interlace complex emotional states with ancient myths 
of innocents transformed into monsters. Within this bestiary, mythical figures 
intersect with their modern counterparts, both influenced by circumstances 
perceived as binding and difficult to escape. Their stories overlap: claws subtly 
merging with contemporary symbols, tails aligning with calming remedies. 
Each piece embodies one of these hybrid narratives, with clay, like myth, 
transcending time and reflecting emotions suspended between resilience 
and fragility.
